Press Briefing

Venue: Prime Minister’s Office, 13 December 2012, 5:00pm

· The BNP- Jamaat coalition is carrying out atrocities on the people across the country in the name of hartal and seize programme to protect the war criminals.

· BNP and Jamaat let loose Chatra Shibir and Chatra Dal members as forward force to carry 
out violence and murders in the country.

· They are trying to create panic in the public life through arson, homicide, vandalism, destruction and attacking members of the law enforcing agencies everyday.
· Biswajit Das was brutally killed in the anarchy created by BNP and Jamaat activists during their seize programme on last Sunday.

· Hon’ble Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina asked the concerned officials to arrest the killers of Biswajit immediately.

· BNP and Jamaat are now trying to put the blame of killing on Awami League and its associate organizations. 
· It's the habit of BNP and Jamaat-Shibir to kill people and put the blame on the ruling Awami League and its associated bodies.

· None of the accused involved in this murder belonged to Chhatra League. The particulars of the six “alleged murderers” are as follows: 
1.
Obaidul Kader (Tahsin): He hails from Char Kailash village of Hatia Upazila in Noakhali. He was a Shibir activist. His father Maulana Mohiuddin is the principal of Azharul Ulum Fazil Madrasa of Sukhchar and elder brother Sabbir Ahmed Kajol was a top Shibir leader at Rajshahi University. He is now employed in Mission Group, Dhaka. His younger brother Manjurul Quader is a Dakhil examinee at Azharul Ulum Fazil Madrasa and younger sister Tahmina Akhter studies in class-V at the same madrasa.

2. 
Rafiqul Islam Shakil: His home is on Fire Service Road in Patuakhali sadar upazila. His father Md. Ansar Ali Khalifa, a retired staff of the district tax office, is a BNP supporter. His eldest brother Shahidul Islam Shahin is the joint convener of Patuakhali Municipal Jubo Dal, a pro-BNP youth body.

Mahfuzur Rahman Nahid: Nahid of South Joynagar village at Daulatkhan upazila in Bhola was involved in Shibir politics in the past. He passed Alim and Fazil from different madrasas in the district. His father Abdur Rahman is a local Jamaat-e-Islami leader and maternal uncles are BNP supporters. His maternal grandfather was a “notorious Razakar” during the Liberation War, 1971. His elder brother is the president of a dormitory unit of RU Chhatra Shibir and an accused in the Faruk, murder case. Faruk was an activist of Chhatra League.

Mir Mohammad Noor-e-Alam Limon: There are more than one cases filed for various offences including women repression, mugging and abduction against Noore Alam, son of Md Nurul Islam of Sulipara village under Pirgachha upazila of Rangpur.

Emdadul Haq: He is the son of Md Akram Ali of Pachkaira village under Sarsha upazila in Jessore. His uncle Shahjahan is a Jamaat worker and principal of local Samta Madrasa.

Saiful Islam: Son of Abdul Hai of Chandanbari Purbapara village under Manohordi upazila in Narshingdi, is a third-year student of Islamic history at Jagannath University.

· One or more members of the families of the accused killers of Biswajit have affiliations with BNP or anti- liberation force Jamaat-e-Islami.
· Hon’ble Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina firmly believes that the killers and terrorists have no political identity. The killers, whoever they might be, should be brought to justice. The law enforcing agencies have already nabbed a number of killers and the hunt is going on to arrest others.
· Hon’ble Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina called upon BNP and Jamaat not to destroy peace and harm democracy, and return to normal democratic practice and work for country's development.
· BNP and Jamaat would not succeed in saving the war criminals now facing trial for committing crimes against humanity including murder, arson and violating women during the war of liberation in 1971.
· After killing of the Father of the Nation Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman in 1975, the defeated forces had established illegitimate government.

· They abruptly and illegally amended the Constitution, demolished the democracy, planted communalism in the country. 

· During the BNP-Jamaat alliance government 500 bombs were exploded, 24 people killed in the grenade attack on public meeting of Hon’ble Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina and created panic across the country. 

· The BNP-Jamaat alliance killed some 22,000 leaders and workers of Bangladesh Awami League and its associate organisations during the previous BNP-Jamaat government from child to elderly people no one could escape their atrocities.

· By supporting Jamaat's December 4 hartal, BNP, which rehabilitated the anti-liberation forces in politics, made them parliament members, resorted to killings and terrorism including the August 21 grenade attacks and patronised militancy, has proved that it does not want war crimes trial. 

· BNP nurture terrorists and militants who let loose a reign of terror across the country during their rule. Their support to the demand of Jamaat for the release of the war criminals amply demonstrates that they (BNP) don't want the trial.

· BNP and Jamaat could realize that it would be a great victory of the pro-liberation force if the trial of the war criminals is completed. For this reason they are out to foil the trial.

· BNP-Jamaat has been creating anarchy in the country through vandalism, arson and murder in a bid to save the war criminals and hatching conspiracies at home and abroad to make the International Crimes Tribunal controversial. 

· BNP has lost the morality to pay homage to the martyrs of independence by giving call to save the war criminals in the month of December - the month of victory of the Bangalees. 
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
